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1. INTRODUCTION 
1.1 Page Size and Typing

Set the page size of the full paper to A4 paper size 297 mm x 210 mm (11.69 x 8.27 inches). The size of characters should be 12 points. All text is to be single-spaced.

1.2 Length

A full paper is limited to 12 single-spaced pages, including the Title block, abstract, figures, tables, and references. 
1.3 Page Number

Do not type page number.

2. MAIN BODY OF TEXT

Type text single-spaced, with a half blank line between paragraphs and headings. Start paragraphs flush with left margin.

2.1 Headings

MAJOR HEADINGS

Major Headings are to be flush with the left margin in capitals.

Subheadings

Subheadings are to be flush with the left margin in upper case and lower case letters.

2.2 Equations

Equations should be numbered consecutively thought the paper. The equation number should be enclosed in parentheses and placed flush right. Leave a half blank line before and after equations.

2.3 Figures and Tables

2.3.1 Placement: Figures and tables may be either one column or two columns in width.

2.3.2 Captions: All captions should be typed in upper case and lower case letter, centered beneath the figures or tables. Figures and tables are numbered in their order, respectively. For example: Figure 1, Figure 2, Table 1, Figure 3, Table 2, Figure 4 etc.

2.3.3 Copyrights: If you paper contains any copyrighted imagery, logo etc, please include a statement of copyright such as: c NSPO (20XX) All Rights Reserved. It is the author’s responsibility to get any necessary copyright permission.

References should be cited in the text as follows.
